Scoring system

crossed the finish line and passed the chequered flag. To gain points a driver must
cover 75% of the course and pass the chequered flag. Maximum time for the heat will be
giving at drivers meeting.

Any practise outside that of the official practice session will be judged as a considerable
danger and the participant will be disqualified. Silence in pit after pit closing, see time
schedule.
