5. Insurance

presented at the time of driver registration.

5.2. In case of absence of valid third party lispiinsurance at the time of driver registratianwill

7. Drivers’ meetings

7.1. Mandatory drivers’ meetings will be carriedJuly 7th and 8th according to the provisional time
schedule attached to this advance program.

7.2. Place and time, if changed, for drivers’ mmegtiwill be announced during driver registration.
7.3. Drivers’ meetings shall be chaired by the ©.@nd the U.I.M. Commissioner and the official
language of the meetings shall be English.

7.4. Drivers absent from the drivers’ meeting st@lexcluded from participating in the races and
shall receive a penalty of 200 EUR.

8. PIT area

8.1. PIT area shall be closed, secured and rexdritetrritory available to the teehnical staff oé th
teams, drivers and their equipment only. All techhpreparation-of the boats and their launch into
the water shall be performed at the PIT area.

8.2. Any open fire or smoking shall be strictly ipitaited in the'PIT area.

8.3. Every boat in the PIT area shall have a fitenguiSher located inxclase vicinity of the boat.

8.4. No animals shall be allowed in the PIT areas

8.5. PIT area will be guarded from 08:00 July Gilt08:00 July.8,2012.

8.6. PIT area will be closed during night hourst®20 7:00 and .nobody without a permission of race
officials shall be allowed there.

8.7. PIT area passes shall be provided hy.the aganat the time of arrival of teams. Each team is
responsible for indicating number of necessary &£ passes at the time of application.

As per UIM Rule 108.03:

"When entering a UIM Titled @vent, each driver mustindicate the names
of his/her mechanics/assogiates authorizedsto entdre Pits.

These names must he then confirmed / verified atgiing on schedule.”

8.8. All team staff and drivers must wear apprdpri@am clothing and closed toe shoes at the PIT
area at all times.

8.9. Any further rulesfand requirements relatinght® PIT area and its use shall be provided to the
teams at registration‘and/or drivers’ meetings ogted on designated board in PIT area.

8.10. Any viglation in the PIT area shall be subjeca fine. Teams shall be informed about the
applicabledines at the time of registration andtpd on designated board in the PIT area. Pits€ffi
shall bear sole responsibility for ensuring commti& with rules in the PIT area. Decisions of Pit
Officer shall be final and not subject to appeals.
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To be applied to all people in the paddock:

A Blue Card can be given by the UIM Commissioner dr any offensive, unsportsman,
abrasive, etc. behavior during any official activiy (briefing, race control during event, etc.)
A second Blue Crad will immediately remove the offieder from that activity.

Following the subject activity, the Race Jury willmeet and determine if further disciplinary
action is justified. UIM Rule 406.05.

9. Launching of the boats into the water

9.1. Launch of the boats into the water shall b€opmed with cranes in specially marked places
only.

9.2. Two cranes will be available to launch thetb@a July 7th 08.00 AM.

9.3. Instructions of crane operators must be oleseat all times during the launch of the boat the
water. Equipment must comply with the U.I.M. ru(esle 205.12).

10. Fuel

10.1. Teams shall buy and bring the fuel themselves

10.2. Fuel will be checked and tested during theneby the Technical Committee according to the
U.L.M. rules.

11. Practice

11.1. Practice will be allowed only after the teicahinspection of the boat on the course as it lval
laid out for the race.

11.2. Practice will be allowed only during the, oféil practice sessions according to the final time
schedule of the event. Course will be closed,factice, ddring any other time and any boat on the
course during this time shall be subjegct totheuhdificationsfrom the event.

12. Start

12.1. The start will be dead engine start fromty j@s per UIM Rules white and blue pages for the 3
different classes.

12.2. The start will be signaled with lights.

12.3. On the start jetty each driver can be accaomepday not more than three mechanics.

12.4. It is the driver’'s‘responsibility to, placeethoat on the start in time. Late starters can ity
the field by following thé instructions of the Pooh Marshall.

13. Finish

13.1. After the first driver,completes the racetatise each boat driven by the power of its own
engine and having completed at least 70% of the &dpthe winning boat will be classified as a
finisher. /

14. Weighing
14.1. In thescourse of the event each boat muptdygared for the weighing procedure which shall be
carried aut by the technical committee. The weighohthe boats can not be protested.
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15. Results and protests

15.1. Results will be published on designated boatde PIT area.

15.2. Any protests must be submitted to the raceetary in English according to the UIM rule 403.
15.3. Protest fee is 80 EUR and it is payable etithe of submission of the protest.

16. International jury

16.1. Participation in the international shall béject to the official mandate from the

National Federation. All members of the internadilgnry shall present their credentials to the race
secretary before drivers’ meeting on July 7th, 2012

17. Prizes

17.1. First three places of the race competitiofidoer awarded with cups and prizes.

17.2. All drivers and teams of each event mushdttee Prize giving ceremony immediately after the
finish of the final Grand Prix race on July 8th.

17.3. Everyone must attend the Prize giving cergmuortheir team’s uniformg@n, in their national
uniform or in racing overall. Drivers wearing nomitgble clothing for Prizegiving'Ceremony will not
be awarded.

18. Noise and environment

18.1. Driver of every boat is responsible that ¢hgine does not @xceed noise levels at all times as
specified in the UIM rule 504.

18.2. Utmost care must be taken to avoid spillung br oil. To énsure this, an absorbent carpdt sha
be used (UIM rule 700).

18.3. Every member of each team isfresponsiblake €tare of the environment around their tents,
boats, and equipment.

19. Alcohol and drugs
19.1. Drivers and mechanics&hould followsthefude 205.02.02 of the UIM RuleBook concerning
alcohol and drugs. Random tests may be earrie@taarty time during the event.

20. Buoys

20.1. Any driver damaging or breaking a buoy (idahg anchor and weight parts) shall be subject to
a 200 EUR penalty payable immediately to the rameetary. Should the responsabile driver fail to
pay the penalty fees of buay infridgement thenleis prohibited from participating the following
events of the Time Schedule. Once payments are,rttagleriver is allowed to re-join the events of
the Time Schedule. For all buoy infridgement casidd Rule 313.03 should be followed.
