5. Insurance

If you have your own insurance cover for this amount a copy of your policy, written
in clear English, must be produced at registration.

Local third-party insurance can be purchased at a cost of 90 Euros.

5.2 All competitors are responsible for their own personal accident insurance.

7. Drivers’ Briefing

8. Pit Area

technical staff of the/teams, Competitors and their equipment only. All technical
preparation of the boats and their launching into the water shall be performed at the
PIT area.

8.3  Any open fire or smoking shall be strictly prohibited in the PIT area.

8.4  Everyboat in the PIT area shall have a fire extinguisher located in close proximity of
the boat or attached to the trailers if the UIM Rules require.

8.5 No animals shall be allowed in the PIT area.

8.6  PIT area will be closed during the evening starting from 22.00 PM until 7:00 AM and

no one shall be allowed to stay there without permission of the race officials.

8.7  PIT Passes and Pontoon Passes shall be provided by the organisers when competitors
sign in.

8.8  There will be a maximum of 5 passes (including driver) allocated to each team.
Please do not request all 5 passes if you do not need them.

Launching of Boats

Launching of b@ats into the water shall be performed with launch vehicles or by hand
via the slipways.
Pit Marshallinstructions must be obeyed at all times.

Fuel

GT30 and F4 Teams shall buy their fuel at the local designated Fuel Station (UIM Rule:
508.08):
e Shell Fuel Station, Beancroft Road, Marston Moretaine, Bedford,
MK43 0PZ
e F125/F250 Alcohol based fuel (UIM Rule 508.05) to be supplied by the
Driver.

Fuel will be checked and tested during the event by the Technical Committee
according to UIM Rules.
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GT30 and F4 Teams bringing their own fuel to the venue (other than purchased at the
official fuel station) will be penalised as per UIM 508 Rules.
Practice

Practice will be allowed only after the technical inspection of the boat has been
completed and the course is laid as per the water registration.

Practice will only be allowed during the official practice sessions according to the
final time schedule of the event. Practice outside the race circuit and before or after
the authorised timed shall be subject to disqualification from the event (UIM Rule
205.13).

Start

The start will be dead engine start from a jetty as per UIM,Rules.

The start will be signalled with lights / Flag Start ifdights fail

On the start jetty each driver may only be accompanied by aimaximum of three
mechanics.
It is the driver’s responsibility to place the boat on the start line in time.

Late starters can only join the fieldafter instruction by the Jetty Marshall.

Restarts — as per UIM 311 Rules. Only one restart per heat, except the final heat.

Finish

In accordance withhUIM Rules 316 and 317.02.

Weighing

Weighing will be carried out by the Technical Committee at any time. The scales
cannot be protested.

Results and Protests

Reésults will be published on the Information Board in the PIT area.

Results will be posted on www.facebook.com/powerboatgp as soon as they are
available. The final results will be published on www.powerboatgp.co.uk at the end
of the event.

Any protests must be submitted to the Race Secretary in English according to UIM
Rule 403.
Protest fee is 80 EUR and is payable in cash at the time of lodging the protest.
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16. International Jury

16.1 Participation in the International Jury shall be subject to the official mandate from
their National Authority. All members of the International Jury shall present their
credentials to the Race Secretary before the first Drivers’ Meeting on Saturday 1st

July, 2017.
17.  Prizes
17.1 e GT30 - The first three competitors will receive a UIM Medal, trophies will be

awarded to the top five places.
e F4 - Trophies will be awarded to the top five places in each Final race;
e F125/F250 — Trophies will be awarded to the top five places.

17.2 All drivers and teams must attend the Prize Giving Ceremonies according to the Time
Schedule.

17.3 Team uniform must be worn by all attending the Prize Giving:

18. Noise and environment

18.1 Drivers are responsible that their engines do notsexceed the maximum noise as
stated in UIM rule 504.

18.2 Utmost care must be takento.avoid spilling fuel and oil. An absorbent carpet must be
used to avoid any spillages (UIM Rule 703)

18.3 Every member of'each team isfresponsible to take care of the environment around
their tents, boats.and equipment.

19. Alcohol and drugs

19.1 Drivers and mechanics must comply with UIM Rules 205.02.02 and 205.02.03
concerning alcohol and drugs. Random tests will be carried out at drivers’ briefing
and additional tests may be carried out at any time during the event, written
notification will not be given.

20. Buoys

20.1 Anydriver damaging or destroying a buoy (including anchor and weight parts) shall
be subject to a 200 Euro penalty payable immediately to the Race Secretary. Should
the driver concerned fail to pay the fee they will not be allowed to take part in the
following heats, until payment has been received by the Race Secretary.

21. Large Entry

21.1 GT30, F125 and F250 - In case of entries exceeding the water approval limit the
alternative procedure as specified in UIM Rule 305.04 will apply. An agreed number
of drivers will qualify for the final races from their fastest time in the time trails.
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Those drivers that have not qualified will run a single qualifying race and a certain
number of drivers will qualify from that race. (Numbers qualifying from time trials
and heat will be announced at Drivers’ Briefing and may vary according to class.)

F4 - In accordance with the UIM Formula 4 Rules.

Maximum number of boats is 20 for all classes except F/0 : 125, 250, 350, 500 which
will be 18.
